Membership Secretary’s Report 
Koshila Kumar referred to her report. 
Points highlighted from the report included:
· An increase in the number of current members by approx 200 new members. The introduction of  a conference registration category which is inclusive of  membership has resulted in this  significant influence on membership numbers.

Treasurer's Report
Margo Brewer highlighted the improved financial position of the Association and the following key points from her report:

· The Auditor provides and unqualified audit opinion for year ending 31/12/2017.

This statement indicates that the accounts are thorough, accurate and transparent in all material aspects with no hidden important facts and is confirmation of sound accounting processes.

· The net assets and retained surplus show significant improvement.
· That the auditor states that due to the current financial position of the company, they believe that ANZAHPE are able to continue as a going concern. 

A comparison of operating surplus from 2016 to 2017 showed an increase of approx. AU$100,000 and the following points were key contributing factors:
Increase in INCOME items: 

· Conference (2017 Adelaide) 

· Membership fees
· Sponsorship

Ben Canny commented that it was pleasing to see improvement and stability with the finances of the Association,  and referred to the general guide for the asset level for an Association of our type as having sufficient funds meet all creditor accounts at any point if wound up.  It is pleasing that the current financial position has allowed the Association to offer ANZAHPE Research grants in 2018.  Ben pointed out the need to continue be mindful of maintaining a healthy financial position to enable the Association to support member activities into the future. The critical role the annual conference plays in the overall financial position of the Association was highlighted.
Dale Sheehan commented on the journey ANZAHPE has taken from a very precarious financial position in 2012 to the clearly improved and stable situation now.  The recent years of careful management by CoM were commended, and the conference financial return and membership income were highlighted as critical factors to ensure sustainability of the Association.

Monica Moran referred to her report.   She highlighted that this is her final report as President as this is the end of her term on the Committee of Management and in the role of President.

Monica thanked CoM and the general membership for the help and strong support she has received during her time as President. Monica acknowledged the expertise and  contribution of Executive Officer, Jill Romeo as manager of ANZAHPE operations.

Monica highlighted the increased interest in ANZAHPE at both regional and international levels over the past year, and the opportunities to develop relationships further in future years is an exciting prospect.  The work of the CoM to make considered decisions particularly relating to financial management was also highlighted.
Ben Canny was acknowledged for his dedicated work as Convenor of the 2018 conference.
ANZAHPE’s involvement with the SIF Project and the opportunities and material benefits to ANZAHPE as a result of this work were outlined.
The FoHPE Editorial Board were acknowledged for their work on the journal as a flagship product of ANZAHPE.

The ANZAHPE HTAG group coordinators were thanks for their work to bring together member communities.
Gary Rogers was thanked for his work as Lead of the ANZAHPE Fellowship Scheme.
Monica referred to the reintroduction of Research Grants and that four Research Grants have been awarded in 2018.

FoHPE Report, Editor, K Scott for A Wearn (Editor)
Karen Scott highlighted the following key points as key FoHPE items over the previous year:

Karen gave a reminder of the FoHPE reviewer sign-up incentive competition to be drawn at the conference closing.
The regular FoHPE pre-conference writing and reviewing workshops were held again in 2018 and these were well attended and received positive feedback.

On behalf of Andy Wearn, Karen thanked the Editorial Board members and Jill as Journal Manager for their hard work and support of him in his role as Editor during the past year.
Ben Canny formally thanked Monica Moran in her role as President.
